FROM THE EAST: Take the LONG ISLAND EXPY/I-495 W 
to EXIT 53N, (Sunken Meadow Pkwy) proceed North to 25A 
WEST. Go 4.5 miles to MAIN ST. Bear right onto MAIN ST. 
1/2 mile to Visiting Nurse Service & Hospice of Suffolk.

FROM THE WEST: Take the NORTHERN PKWY E toward 
EASTERN LI. Take EXIT 42N toward CR-66N/NORTHPORT. 
Merge right onto E  DEER PARK RD. E DEER PARK RD 
becomes E JERICHO TURNPIKE/NY-25. Turn LEFT onto 
ELWOOD RD/CR 10.
